The cold brute who was so standoffish to her when they first met definitely

has a different side to himself.The other characters of the novel were just as good! I enjoyed

ThereÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s Will, who is another deputy in town, and heÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s got that

kind of carefree kind of personality to him.
