Terkel has put together a valuable compilation of interviews that share important views into the

psyche of the American worker. There are pieces from all types of people - factory workers, waiters,

stewardesses, even teenagers. Being able to see first hand how various people feel about their job

and the behind the scenes issues they have to deal with is really interesting and in some cases, eye

opening. My only issue is that the book is very limited to what Terkel wants us to see. Some

sections, for example, only have stories from women when a man's perspective would be welcome.

This is a fantastic book and I'm only 1/4 into it. The personal words by so many working people is a

glimpse into life in the early 1980's before so many societal changes in modern times. A wonderful

sociological text. After reading this , I can see now, how we've changed into a service economy. So

many tedious/hard jobs have been replaced by automation. The book can be read in short doses

because of its brief chapters. I can't say enough good things about this book.

Terkel is an amazing writer -- or perhaps editor, or even interview. Whatever he should be classified

as, his work on these books is unparalleled and deeply revealing.
