But Emma did not know that JungÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s charisma

masked a dark interiorÃ¢â‚¬â€•fostered by a strange, isolated childhood and the sexual abuse

heÃ¢â‚¬â„¢d suffered as a boyÃ¢â‚¬â€•as well as a compulsive philandering that would threaten

their marriage. Using letters, family interviews, and rich, never-before-published archival material,

Catrine Clay illuminates the JungsÃ¢â‚¬â„¢ unorthodox marriage and explores how it

shapedÃ¢â‚¬â€•and was shaped byÃ¢â‚¬â€•the scandalous new movement of psychoanalysis.

Most important, Clay reveals how Carl Jung could never have achieved what he did without Emma

supporting him through his private torments. The Emma that emerges in the pages of Labyrinths is

a strong, brilliant woman, who, with her husbandÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s encouragement, becomes a successful

analyst in her own right.

A thumbnail biography of Emma Jung, or rather of her husband Carl Jung, with a very brief account

of the early years of psychoanalysis, perhaps a subject too difficult to be dealt with by a non-expert

in this field. Asides on Lenin in Zurich Central Library and Joyce at the famed Kronenhalle add luster

to a long-drawn-out story. Was Emma in fact a victim of hypogamy?

This book was very interesting to me as I think that Carl Jung was one of most influencial thinkers in

the 20th century. Emma has probably always lived in his gigantic shadow but nevertheless she was

able to make her own life while coping with their mariage ÃƒÂ  trois.. The one important thing I

missed in the book were her studies on the "Grail".
