briefly discuss each continent in one book.First of all, if you are a fan of the oxford comma like | am



you will notice that it's missing in this book. Not a huge deal, but something | took note of as | was
reading. | really enjoyed how the author explained that the continents were 7 large land masses
although | would like to point out that, in my eyes, the world is created of six large land masses and
the divide between Europe and Asia is a cultural one rather than a physical one. However, those are
my issues and most readers would likely see a well-written explanation of our Earth’s
continents.Some words you may want to review if you are reading this with young children are
populous, terrain, and climate. Despite having some trickier vocabulary | still find this book to be
highly appropriate for early elementary aged students. | think they will be drawn to the simple text,
interesting pictures, and, best of all, the maps I've been hoping to find in some of the companion
