She also includes some of the girls from her Carter House series in this book
where fans from that series can check in to see what those characters are doing. This book still has
the Christian message in it, which keeps the series from being superficial which shows up in young
adult books for women. In this book Paige matures into a young woman while Erin deals with

surprising news from her best friend that goes with her to the student group at her church.
